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A- Major Mikhail N. Yakushin, Red Five Aerobatics Team, 1939

The Red Five, Krasnaya Pyaterka, was the Soviet Air Force (VVS-Voyenno Vozduschniye Sili) aerobatic team in the 1939-1940 timeframe. Three of the five members are known, the team
leader major Mikhail Nesterovitch Yakushin, podpolkovnik (Lt.Col.) V. Klevtsov, and kapitan J.Shishkin. Mikhail Yakushin (alias Rodrigo Mateu) was a Spanish Civil War ace with five
personal kills (three CR-32s and two Ju 52s), and one shared, to his credit. He spent six months in Spainin 1937 (31.5.37-15.11.37), flying the I-15. He was also in Chinain 1938. Later during
the Great Patriotic War, he served in several command positions, ending the war as commander of the 215th IAD (Fighter Division), with the rank of Colonel. The aircraft of the Red Five were
fully equipped fighters with all four machine guns and gun sight, always combat ready. The marking scheme represents the pre-war light grey (AEh-9, or a bit darker AEh-8 grey) overall, with
ablack nose (AEh-11). Special display team markings were added a thin, white bordered black stripe on the fuselage (with overlap on the elevator leading edge), and a bright red tail.

Ruda Pétka, Krasnaja Pjatérka, byla akrobaticka skupina Sovétského Vojenského Letectva (VVS — Vojenno Vozdusnyje Sili), pusobici v letech 1939-1940. Dnes jsou znami fi ¢lenové skupiny
z péti, vedouci skupiny major Michail Néstérovi¢ Jakusin, podplukovnik V.Klevcov a kapitan J.Siskin. Michail Jakusin (alias Rodrigo Mateu) byl esem ob&anske valky ve Spanélsku, kde sestrelil
pét nepratelskych letadel samostatné (tfi CR-32 a dva Ju 52) a jedno dal$i ve skupiné. Ve Spanélsku stravil pil roku (od 31. 5.1937 do 15. 11.1937), létal na I-15. V roce 1938 byl také v Ciné.
Béhem Velké Vlastenecké Valky slouzil v riznych velitelskych funkcich, valku skonéil v hodnosti plukovnika jako velitel 215. stihaci divize. Letadla Rudé Pétky byla plné vyzbrojenymi
stihackami s nainstalovanymi kulomety a zameéfovaci, pfipravena k okamzitému nasazeni v boji. Zbarveni stroje je v predvale¢né Sedé kamuflazi barvou AEh-9 nebo o trochu tmavsi AEh-8
s ¢ernym krytem motoru v barvé AEh-11 a dodate¢nymi ozdobnymi prvky — bile lemovanym ¢ernym pruhem na trupu (pfesahuje az na nabé&znou hranu vyskovky) a jasné Eervenym ocasem.

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B- Unknown unit, Ukraine, Summer 1941

Among other aircraft types, many I-16s were captured by advancing German troops in the summer of 1941. This well known aircraft is one of these "Barbarossa” victims. Aircraft wore an
unusual camouflage, which seems to be brush painted All Green over AEh-9 grey overall. It is assumed that this camouflage was applied at unit level shortly after the German surprise
attack on June 22, 1941. The VVS RKKAbadge painted on the fin was quite a popular marking applied during the early years of the Great Patriotic War.

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C - Generalmajor lvan A.Lakeev, Hero of the Soviet Union, 1941

Ivan Alexeyevitch Lakeev was a member of the first group of Soviet pilots arriving in Spain in November, 1936. Flying the I-16 Type 5, he became one of the highest scoring aces of the Spanish Civil
War, with 10 individual kills to his credit. However, some sources claim 12 individual and 16 shared kills in Spain. Leaving Spain in August 1937, he was awarded the Gold Star of the Hero of the
Soviet Union. He scored again over Chalkin-Gol, shooting down at least one Japanese aircraft. Again, some sources (PKR 44/95) claim four kills. Another three individual and four shared victories
are credited during the Great Patriotic War, but, once again this is in some dispute, as just one kill is reported by other sources. Lakeev’s I-16 Type 10 is a nice example of a high ranking officer’s
aircraft, in typical early 40°s camouflage with All Green on upper surface and All Blue on the lower surface, and with a distinctive red nose, a highly polished steel cowling band, and a patriotic slogan
on the fuselage. It is not know if the inscription was on both sides of the fuselage but most probably was not. This aircraft was based with 46th IAP at Vasilkov airfield. Note that this was a VIP aircraft,
very carefully maintained, kept clean and polished, in perfect condition. It will be a disappointment to heavy weathering lovers, so be careful with pre-shading and other weathering tricks.

Ivan Alexejevi¢ Lakjejev byl ¢lenem prvni skupiny sovétskych letct, ktera dorazila do Spanéliska v listopadu 1936. Na svém I-16 typ 5 se stal s 10 sestfely jednim z nejusp&snéjsich stihadt

SSSR. Pozdéji bojoval nad Chalkin-Golem, kde je mu pfipisovan dalsi sestrel. Nékteré zdroje ovéem uvadéji sestrely Ctyfi, jiné Zadné sestrely v sovétsko-japonském konfliktu neuvadéji. Béhem
Velké Vlastenecké Valky dosahl dalSich tfi individudlnich a ¢ty skupinovych sestielt. Opét, jiz tradi¢né, jsou v podkladech rozpory, a byva uvadén jen jeden sestfel béhem VVV. Lakjejeviv I-16 typ
10 je péknou ukazkou osobniho stroje vysokého dUstojnika VVS. Typicka sovétska kamuflaZ rannych ctyficatych let s hornimi plochami v All zelené a spodnimi v All modré je doplnéna cervenymi
doplriky, vysoce vylesténym ocelovym paskem kapoty motoru a ideologickymi hesly na bocich trupu. Neni jisté, zda tato hesla byla i na druhé strané trupu — pravdépodobné ne. Stroj byl ve stavu
46.1AP na letisti Vasilkov. Byl velmi peclivé oSetfovan a udrzovan v perfektnim stavu. To bude mozna zklamanim pro milovniky vyrazné patiny —nicméné je to nalestény generalsky stroj, proto budte
opatrni s preshadingem a dal$imi patinovacimi triky.

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D-Unknown unit, Leningrad area, 1944

Some I-16s survived an amazingly long time, such as this “Red 4”. This is a bit of an enigmatic aircraft, not so much is know about its curriculum vitae, or its pilot. Itis know whatit served as a
squadron hack with an unknown unit somewhere along the northern sector of the front. The aircraft wore a typical early GPW camouflage scheme with All Green and All Black (AMT-6) on
the upper surfaces, and All Blue on the lower surfaces. The marking is sometimes reported as a yellow stripe, and the aircraft sporting yellow bordered red stars. This is possible, but
uncertain. More likely the stripe was a somewhat faded white, as were the star borders.
