Dacaling: Apply decals only 10 a glossy surfaca,

1. With a sharp scissors or knife, carefully cul itern 1o be used, being careful of not cutting off the chear film arcund it or that bakonging 1o an adjacent ibam.

2. Submerge in clean tap water for over 10 seconds and lay over an absorbent paper fowel. Decal will slide frealy in about 20 seconds. Do not leave decal on water bowl over ten seconds, or
adhesive quality will suffar,

3. With a clean brush, apply a sefting sclution lo the area where the decal will finally lay, (Micra, Super or Aero Set will do). With a clean pointed brush slide the decal on to the final area, Allow
the setling solution 1o dry for about 3-5 minutes.

4. With another clean brush, apply a solvent solution over the decal (Micro, Super or Agro Sol will do), Do this if possible in one stroke since your decal will soften up and wrinkle immediately.
This ks an imporant siep in the process, whatever you do DO NOT TOUCH THE DECAL, after this process until it i totally dry, preferably overnight.

5. When thoroughly dry, rinse your model with tap water and mikd s0ap 1o wash of excess glue,
