Apply decal to speedbrake first, if choosing
to model it open/deployed.

LE Kingsley then
went down with his aircraft, perishing in the ensuing
cragh. Hewas posthumousty awarded the Medal of
Honor for his bravery and selflessness.

Teo mark the 75th anniversary of LE. Kingsley's heroism,
the 173rd Fighter Wing decided to honor the event with
a new flagship F-15. Wing leadership solicited ideas for
the F-15's paint scheme from the local community and
aimmen at the bage.
