AVIA B-534 |V.serie 8192

NEKOLIK SLOV UVODEM

Avia B-534 vznikla v roce 1934 vyvojem zakladniho typu B-34. Z této konstrukce, ktera byla vyrobena v malé sérii pro ¢eskoslovenské letectvo (vétsina vyrobenych strojui slouzila
u Leteckého pluku 3 na Slovensku a pozdé&ji dolétala ve sluzbach Slovenského statu na zacatku 2.svétové valky), bylo odvozeno nékolik motorovych variant. Z prototypu B-234
vznikla ziménou motoru (Hispano Suiza 12 Ydrs za ptivodni hvézdicovy Avia R-29) pravé B-534. Ta zvitézila v roce 1934 v tendru vojenského letectva na novou standardni stihacku,
av ¢ervenci 1934 dostala Avia prvni objednavku na 34 kusti. Objednavky byly postupné rozsifovany az na kone¢nych 568 kust, vyrobenych v nékolika vyrobnich blocich.

Hodnoceni vykonti Avie B-534 je ponékud rozporné. A¢ to byl stroj v dobé svého vzniku technicky jisté na vysi doby a vyuzival progresivni konstrukéni prvky, v dobé Mnichovské
krize uz pomalu, ale jisté zastaraval. Vzhledem k politickym okolnostem navic piloti nedostali pfileZitost zasahnout do boje, k jehoz vedeni byli cvi¢eni a motivovani. Do skute¢ného
boje se Avie dostaly az o n€kolik let pozdé&ji, v roce 1941, ve sluzbach Slovenskych Vzdusnych zbrani, tedy de facto na strané pivodniho protivnika. Na Vychodni fronté predvedli
slovensti piloti v kabinach Avii dobré vykony, diky nimz 1ze nasazeni na vychodé povazovat za vrchol kariéry Avie B-534. O rok pozdéji uz ale Aviim zvonila hrana, a pfisel ¢as jejich
néhrady modernégj§imi stroji. Pokus Bulharti z roku 1943 o zasah proti americkym Liberatorim, uto¢icim na Ploesti, sko¢il jednoznaénym netspéchem. Avie nedokazaly ani
vystoupat do operacni vysky Liberatord. Jak na Slovensku, tak v Bulharsku ¢ekal Avie osud vétsiny vyslouzilych stihacek, presly nejprve k bitevnim tukoliim a poté k pomocnym
rolim. Na nékolik zbylych Avii ¢ekal posledni boj, v ramci bulharského letectva pii pInéni bitevnich ukolti v Madarsku, na slovenské Avie pak nékolikatydenni vystoupeni pii
protinémeckém povstani na Slovensku. I zde prevazné utocily na pozemni cile, nicméné jedna z Avii zaznamenala posledni sestiel dosazeny timto typem, a pravdépodobné viibec
posledni sestiel dosazeny dvouplosnikem v d&jinach. Je oviem nutné dodat, Ze $lo o sestiel neozbrojeného dopravniho letounu, coz je zalezitost, vzhledem ke v§em okolnostem této
udalosti, ponékud diskutabilni. Sluzbou v SNP se fakticky historie Avie B-534 uzavira. Pfes zminénou nepfizeni osudu se Avie B-534, diky délce své sluzby i historickému obdobi, kdy
ve sluzbé byla, stala jednim ze symboli ¢eskoslovenského letectva. A to symbolem jednoznaéné pozitivnim.

Nas model reflektuje vSechny tyto skute¢nosti. K jeho tvorbé jsme pristupovali velmi zodpovédné a nasadili jsme k tomu nejmoderngjsi technické prostiedky, které jsme méli
k dispozici. Z tohoto hlediska jsme postupovali stejné, jako svého Casu firma Avia pii konstrukci skute¢ného stroje, a ndm nezbyva nez doufat, Ze na§ model nebude ztracet své
prednosti stejné rychle, jako jeho velky vzor.

FIRST,AFEW WORDS.

The Avia B-534 was developed in 1934 as an extension of the B-34 fighter. In this incarnation, which was produced in small numbers for the Czechoslovak Air Force (the majority of
which were attached to No.3 Fighter Regiment in Slovakia at the beginning of the Second World War), there were several engine/airframe combinations tried. The B-234 prototype
served as the basis for the re-engined (Hispano Suiza 12 Ydrs for the original Avia R-29 radial) type that became the true B-534. This was the 1934 victor in a tender for a new standard
fighter for the air force, and in June of that year, Avia received an order for an initial 34 aircraft. The orders accumulated to a total of 568 units, built in several production blocks.
Assessments of the aircraft are somewhat variable. At the time of its development, it was an aircraft that was technically sound and utilized progressive construction techniques, but by
the time of the Munich Crisis, the technology was slowly but surely entering the realm of the obsolete. To top it off, the politics of the situation during the Crisis disallowed the chance
of combat. The chance for combat missions to be flown didn't occur until a few years later, in 1941, in the services of the Slovak State, fighting for the side that had previously been the
aggressor against which they were to stand. Slovak pilots flying the B-534 on the Eastern Front gained good results, and these can be viewed upon as being the climax of the career of
the type. A year later, it was apparent that replacement by more modern types was necessary, and inevitable. Bulgarian attempts to combat Ploesti raiding B-24 Liberators with
the B-534 was a failure, and the aging planes were not able to climb to the Liberator's operational altitudes. In Slovakia, as in Bulgaria, the type was destined for second line relegation.
Some of the remaining B-534s were destined for final operations within the Bulgarian Air Force in operations over Hungary in 1944, and with Slovakia during the several weeks long
uprising against Germany (late August early November 1944). During the Slovak National Uprising, the type was used primarily in the ground attack role, and one did manage a kill
to become what is the last aerial victory of a biplane in history. It should be noted that the kill in question was that of a Hungarian transport. The fact remains that the Slovak National
Uprising did end up being the swansong of the Avia B-534. Certainly, it can be said that due to the era and climate of the service of this aircraft, and the length of service it was able
to achieve, the Avia B-534 has become one of the most profound symbols of Czechoslovak aviation history, a very positive symbol.

Our model was influenced by these facts, and what the type means to us. We developed the kit with diligence and scrutiny, employing the most modern manufacturing technology
at our disposal. In that sense, we have something in common with the original developers of the type all those years ago, and we hope that this fact will make our tribute to this
aesthetically pleasing type longer lasting than the older big brother.

36. letka, Letecky pluk 2, Olomouc, podzim 1937

Tento stroj reprezentuje zbarveni ¢eskoslovenskych Avii na konci 30. let, pfed Mnichovskou krizi. Horni plochy jsou v barvé khaki, spodni stfibrné (spise
matnéjsi). Spodni plocha horniho kfidla je také v barvé khaki. Modro-bild moravska orlice je znakem leteckého pluku 2, pismeno G uréuje pfislusnost k letce,
&islo 1 je Cislem letounu v letce. Modra $picka vrtulového kuZele je rovnéz znakem pfisludnosti k letce, zbarveni vrtulovych kuzelt v8ak nebylo oficialnim
oznacenim. Stroj je znam z havarie dne 6. 9. 1937, kdy se, pilotovan ¢etafem Juliusem Zaoralem, srazil ve vzduchu s jinou Avii, B 534.35, za jejimz fizenim sedél
svobodnik Jaroslav Sodek.

36th Fighter Flight, Air Regiment No.2, Olomouc, Czechoslovakia, fall 1937

This aircraft is representative of the camouflage scheme used by Avia at the end of the thirties, prior to the Munich Crisis. Upper surfaces are khaki, lower are
silver doped, typically a matted shade. The lower surface of the upper wing is also khaki. The blue and white Moravian eagle identifies the aircraft as belonging
to the 2nd Air Regiment, while the letter G identifies membership within the 36th Squadron, and the numeral 1 specifies the aircraft within the squadron. The blue
tipped spinner was also a squadron identifier, although this was not an official marking. This aircraft is known to have crashed on September 6th, 1937, piloted by
Sergeant Julius Zaoral, following a collision with another Avia, B.534.35, with private First Class Jaroslav Sodek at the controls.

34. letka, Letecky pluk 4, Hradec Kralové, 1éto 1937.

Avie Leteckého pluku 4 patfi k nejpestiejSim letoundm predvalecného ceskoslovenského letectva. Barva barevnych dopliikd neni jista, nejistota prameni
z nejasnosti v pfeznacovani letek na konci 30. let. Doplriky mohly byt bud’ modro-Zluté, nebo zeleno-Zluté. Vzdy se shoduje barva mezikruzi na podvozkovych
kapotach a barva kuzele (zelena nebo modra). Také vnitini bandaz vrtule byla pravdépodobné ve stejné barvé. Tento stroj je znamy z fotografie, pravdépodobné
pofizené v roce 1937, kdy pfisluSel k 34. letce, kterd pouzivala modro-Zluté doplriky. Ta byla v lednu 1938 preznacena na 50. letku, s trupovym kédem K. Kéd D byl
pak pfidélen 42. letce, ktera pouzivala zeleno-zluté doplriky. Stroj nema ostruhové kolecko, ale kluznou patku. Spodni plocha horniho kfidla je ve stfibrné barvé.

34th Fighter Flight, Air Regiment No.4, Hradec Kralove, Czechoslovakia, summer 1937

B.534s of the 4th Air Regiment are among the more striking within the pre-war Czechoslovak Air Force. The color details are not known for certain, and this arises
from uncertainties regarding the remarking of squadrons at the end of the thirties. These could have been either blue and yellow or green and yellow. The colors
on the wheel spats would be consistent, and so would, likely, the lower prop blade bandaging. This aircraft is known from photographs likely taken during the
course of 1937, when attached to No.34 Squadron, which utilized blue and yellow trimming. In January, 1938, she was re-designated as belonging to No.50
Squadron, with the fuselage code K. Coded D, she was then attached to No.42 Squadron, which used green and yellow colors. The aircraft has a tail skid instead
of a tail wheel. The lower surface of the upper wing is silver doped.

45. letka, Letecky pluk 3, Piest'any, ¢ervenec 1938.

Tento stroj opét nese standardni kamuflaz ¢s. letadel z konce 30. let. Spodni plocha horniho kfidla je v barvé khaki, vrtulovy kuZel Zluty. Stroj je znam z fotografie
datované 14. 7. 1938, kdy s nim lehce havaroval desatnik Balas. V té dobé nebyly na letadle namalované letkové kody. LP 3 byl jediny pluk pfedvale¢ného ¢s.
letectva, dislokovany na Slovensku. Po rozdéleni republiky a vzniku samostatného Slovenského statu byly letouny LP 3 pfevedeny do stavu nové vzniklych
Slovenskych Vzdusnych zbrani. V rdmci SVZ se pak Slovenské Avie ucastnily boju v Polsku, pozdéji pak v Rusku. V srpnu 1944 vypuklo na Slovensku
protinémecké povstani, vnémz se angazovaly i zbylé slovenské Avie B-534.

45th Fighter Flight, Air Regiment No.3, Piestany, Czechoslovakia, July 1937

This aircraft also carries the standard Czechoslovak camouflage scheme from the late thirties. The lower surface of the upper wing is in khaki, and the spinneris
yellow. The aircraft was documented on a photograph dated July 14th, 1938, when she suffered light damage while piloted by corporal Balas. At the time, these
aircraft carried no squadron codes. The 3rd Air Regiment was the only one that, prior to the outbreak of war, was located in Slovakia. After the dissolution of
Czechoslovakia, 3rd Air Regiment aircraft were incorporated into the services of the newly formed Slovak Air Force. In this service, Avia B.534s took part in
combat operations in Poland and, later, the Soviet Union. In August, 1944, the Slovak National Uprising saw the remaining Avias take partin anti-German ops.

Kombinovana letka, SNP, zafi 1944

Na podzim 1944 pouZivalo Slovenské povstalecké letectvo nékolik Avii B-534. Toto je jedina povstalecka Avie, na niZ je bezpecné dokumentované pouziti tzv. povstaleckych
vysostnych znaku. Ty tvofila ptivodni ¢s. kokarda doplnéna slovenskym dvouramennym kfizem. Cs znaky jsou nespravné orientované s Eervenou vyseci vné osy letounu na pravé
poloviné kfidla a modrou nahofe na smérovce. Neni jisté, zda znaky na spodnich kfidlech byly kompletni povstalecké, nebo zda $lo jen o puvodni ¢eskoslovenské bez slovenského
kiize uvniti znaku. Stroj nese standardni kamuflaz khaki na hornich a stfibrnou na spodnich plochach (Seda je pro tento stroj nepravdépodobna), s khaki spodni plochou horniho
kidla. Stroj ma znaéné opotfebovany povrch. Spigka vrtulového kuzZele byla bud khaki, nebo také znaéné olétana. Listy vrtule éerné z obou stran. Vrchni ¢ast pfidé rovnéz
pravdépodobné khaki, ne Zluta. Pohyblivy prekryt kabiny chybi na v§ech znamych fotografiich tohoto stroje v obdobi SNP.

Combined Flight, Slovak National Uprising, September 1944

In the fall of 1944, the Slovak National Uprising saw the use of several Avia B.534s. This specific aircraft is the only one so far, where it has been photographically documented, to carry
the national markings used during the uprising. These were composed of the original Czechoslovak roundels with the addition of the Slovak two-pronged cross. The markings on the
right wing are oriented incorrectly with the red field facing away from the fuselage, and the blue field pointing upwards on the rudder. It has not been conclusively determined whether or
not the lower wing markings lacked the Slovak crosses. The aircraft carries the typical camouflage scheme of khaki upper surfaces and silver doped lower (gray respray of the lower
surfaces for this machine are unlikely), and with khaki undersurface of the top wing. The aircraft was noted to have been rather heavily weathered. The tip of the spinner was either
khaki or possibly also heavily weathered. Propeller blades were black on both sides. The top of the nose was likely also khaki, and not yellow. All photographic evidence suggests that
the sliding portion of the canopy was missing at the time of the Slovak National Uprising.
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
