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During World War II, the Germans and the British in particular used

great number of motorcyvcles for military purposes. Above all, the Ziindapp
KS 750 and the BMW 75 of German Army, originally developed for
military uses, were credited with high performance and unparalleled
durability and said to be masterpieces. They were both heavy motorcycles
with engine capacity of 750 cc¢ class. Emploving horizontal opposed-type
2-cylinder engine with driving shaft, they were very similar to each other
in mechanism and made a good maximum speed of 95km/h when equipped
with a sidecar. The two motorcycles were put to production at about
the same time and began to show themselves in the battlefield late in 1940.

Showing unparalleled durability, they rendered distinguished service in
various fronts from the hot deserts of North Africa to the very cold
districts of the Eastern Front. It is not too much to sav that the motor-
cycles were seen wherever the Germans were. Often in the van of attacks,
in reconnaissance in force or, through the use of good molity, in trans-
porting materials, sending back the wounded, ete., they served as the "eve”
and the "tool” of divisions and were
depended upon by most soldiers. Early
in 1944, however, the Kettenkrad, the
smallest half-track wehicle of the Ger-
mans that was better suited to the terrain
of the Eastern Front, appeared and
gsradually replaced the Zindapp KS 750
and the BMW R75.
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Organization of German Motorcycle Infantry Battalions

In 19391941 when German panzer units played the leading part in the
blitzkrieg, motorcycle infantry units showed activity always in the van of
the units. In 1940, all of the German motorcvele infantry battalions were
under the command of the motorized infantrv brigade of tank divisions,
and there were three types of battalion organization as in the following:
Type A---Consisted of battalion HQ and five companies. The 1st—4th
Companies were organized as shown in the figure below. The 5th Company
had one engineer platoon and was heavily equipped with two 75 mm in-
fantry guns and three 37 mm anti-tank guns, which characterized the
company. This organization was emploved by the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Tank
Divisions 1n 1940.

Type B--For the 6th Tank Division only. Consisted of four companies.
Light machine guns were increased in number from nine to eighteen to
replace 75 mm infantry guns. The number of vehicles used by each com-
pany was the same as that of Type A.

Type C---Special organization for the 7th Tank Division only. Consisted
ol three companies. LEquipped with eighteen light machine guns in addition
to two Vb mm infantry guns which were not used by Type B.

Strange to say, other tank divisions did not have any independent motor-
cycle infantry battalion, They only had one motorcyele infantry platoon
in each motorized infantry regiment. The 9th Tank Division, however,
adopted reconnaissance regiment organization which had been used by
divisions and had one motorcyele infantry battalion of Type B in the
reconnalssance regiment.

Motorcyeles which showed activity in Europe, especially on the Eastern Irront, were painted field grey or panzer grey. while those used by the Afrika

Korpe were dark vellow. At thal time there were no camoullaged motorcveles, but alter 1945 German military vehicles came to bhe painted mainly
in dark vellow and a small number of motorcyvcles wore camouflage painting, eg dark vellow spotted with red brown and dark green. dark vellow
spotted with red brown only and unicoloured camouflave of dark green.
