P-63 Kingcobra alrcrafts during all production and operation times didn't differ in a variety of camouflage scheme. Initially P-63s were painted in standard for USAF fighters two-tone camoullage scheme: upper and lateral
surfaces ware painted in Flat Dark Olve Drab (enamel 41), bottom surfaces wene painted in Flat Neutral Grey (enamel 43). Starting 1944 camaadlage painting for USAF fighters were changed to unpainted scheme - aircrafls
had Meutral Aluminium surfaces. For prevention of dazzle of pilots of solar patches of light, at alumunium aircrafts on upper surfaces of aircraft from front part of canopy to spinner were placed antiglare Flat Dark Olve Drab
elemant. Wery rare antiglare coating were Matt Black. For Neutral Aluminium scheme P-63s ellerons and rudder (its had fabric covering) were painted in Aluminium enamel. For this reason this elements had different shade,
than all other aircraft surfaces,

All P-63As and P-B3Cs aircrafts, which were produced for USSR (even in 1844-1845) had two-tone Flat Dark Olve Drab/Flat Neutral Gray painting. P-63s. produced for France had Neutral Aluminium scheme. RP-63 Pin-
ball - the operated target awrcrafts (RP-63A-11, A-12 u RP-63C-2 modifications) were overall Flat International Orange, only first few early aircrafis had Meutral scheme. Late of Pinball - RP-63Gs were
overall Fiat Orange Yellow. On sorme PR-63s were placed antiglare coatinf ahead canopy, probably iis were made non al producer factory - theére was a different positions of its at aircrafts.

On all P-63s of any modifications wera placed Flat Black elements an upper surfaces of wings near fuselage and thin Flat Black stripes over front wing spar. Only on this area technican can steppad on uppar wing surfaces.
Steps on all other surfaces of wing were prohibited, its can be damaged casing paneles. Registration number of the aircraft placed on both sides of fin, on early batches P-63s its placed upper, than on all other P-63s. Someti-
mes registration number placed in third position - on bottom surface of starboard wing near leading edge. For two-tone P-635 this numbers were Yellow, for Neutral Aluminium scheme P-63s and all RP-63s its were Black. Al
stencil on P-63s were black, except stencil on pilots cabin doors and NO STEP writing on upper sirfaces of wings. for two-tone painted aircrafts this stencil were Yellow, for Aluminuim and Orange aircrafis its were Black. Exter-
nal fuel tanks for all P-63s in any colour schemes were Neutral Aluminium.

Inner surfaces of cockpit and gear legs were Interior Green, instrumental panele were Matl Black. Inner surfaces of fuselage, gear bays, hatches and radiator lunneds usual painted in Zink Chromate Primer, but on some
P-83s some of inner surfaces were painted in Interior Green. Gear legs on some late baiches P-83s can be painted in Aluminium enamal, on some RP-83s gear legs can be painted in Flat Black. Propeller blades on all P-83s
and RP-63s were Flat Black with Yellow tips, wheels disks - Aluminium enamel,

Insignias an P-63s ware placed at producer factory. At P-63s for USAF ware placed on bath sides of fuselage, on bottom surface of starboard wing and on upper surface of port side wing. First pre-serial and serial aircrafts
had 1942-typa USAF insignia - blue circle with white star, later starting September 17, 1943 were invited new type of USAF insignia - to blue circle with white star added horizontal white stripe with blue outline, which were un-
dertayed to circle. In same time for P-395 used experimental Type of this insignia - with red culline arcund blue circle and while siripe. Al P-63s this type never used,

At P-B3s, which were produced for USSR (untill P-63A-9 ion) were placed tandard for VWS RKKA insignias - white circle with red star. For this insignia used same template as for USAF aircrafts, but other
colours. From P-63A-10 to P-63C on aircrafts placed red stars with big white outline. All types of this USSR insignias were placed on both sides of fuselage and on bottom surfaces of both wings. And though the form and posi-
tion af this insigbias didn't correspond to a VVS RKKA standards in USSR P-63s operated with this lypes withoul changes. Somelimes al early type of insignias partically were painted over white circle, rermnant enly white
outline around red star. During overhaul of aircraft with repaint over white oulline sometimes can be added thin red outline.

P-63s for France Air Force were produced three-tone national insignias in six position - on fuselage boards and on upper and bottom surfaces of wings. On fuselage French insignias were placed over USAF insignias, so
on sides of this insignias were placed white stripe with blue oullines (which remnani from USAF insignias). In same time on same aircralts French insignias on wings hadn'l this ex-USAF stripes, probably for produce P-63s
for France use fuselages, prepared for USAF aircrafts, but wings were produced as new ones. Afler deploy this aircrafts in France this ex-USAF stripes were washed out (in this case fuselage surfaces in this place were lighter,
than other surfaces) or painted over be Aluminium anamel (in this case fuselage surfaces in this place were darker, than other surfaces). In France also rudder were painted in national flag colours, digits of registartion num-
bers were saved,

Two P-63s, which donated to the Royal Air Force were without insignias, its wera placed in UK by RAF standards. P-635 for Honduras Air Force were donated from USAF (its were “second-hand” aircrafts) and national in-
signias were placed at Honduras. Probably USAF insignias were delated before deploy, at all photos of Honduras AF P-63s there wasn't any ramains of USAF insignia.
