Supermarine Spitfire Mk.Ve BR246 B
BRI46 was one of the aircraft flown off USS Wasp during
Operation Calendar, 1942, The letter 'B” was a temporary ferry
code, a6 wiak 18 overall Dark Blue scheme. However, many of
these gircralt continued (o operate in the colours while based on
Malta. The thin Dark Blue (possibly US Navy Deck Paint) was
quickly applied over Desent Scheme, as evidence shows around
roundels and senal numbers.

Supermarine Spitfire ME Vb BR471 P-MK

126 Squadron, Ta Qali. early summer 1942, Sill carrying its
carly. Medium: Sea Grey codes, BR471 was shot down by
enemy fighters on 1.5 October 1942,

Supermarine Spitfire Mk Vb EP706 T-1.

Pilot Officer George “Screwball” Beurling. 249 Squadron, 1942,
‘Screwhall” Beurling, a Canadian flying with ihe RAF, became
Malia's highest scoring ace with 23 and 1/3 victories. He shot
down three BfI0O9s in one sortie during Seplember 1942,
Beauring was decorated with the DSO, DFC and DFM and Bar,
