ainting schemes of Panther tanks, like any other Ger-

man combat vehicles of WWII era, evolved with time
and were specific to various theaters of operations. Nev-
ertheless, they were consistent with norms and standards
operative in the German Armed Forces. Obviously, there
were exceptions to the rules. Those were usually caused
by lack of suitable paints and multiple overpainting of
a particular vehicle.
A major change in the camouflage system of the German
combat vehicles, which stemmed from frontline experi-
ences, occurred in early 1943. It had been discovered that
the commonly used dark gray color (Panzergrau) offered
hardly any camouflage in open steppes of Russia. This
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elaborate patterns in use, aimed at breaking up the out-
line of the vehicle.

In September 1944 Zimmerit (a coat of non-magnetic
plaster which covered armor plates to prevent a magnetic
mine from clinging to the metal) was phased out of use.
This decision shortened production time by six days. At
the same time that the Zimmerit use was discontinued,
the increasingly unfavorable strategic situation faced by
the Panzerwaffe demanded another revision of the camou-
flage colors and patterns it used. A new olive green color
(RAL 6003) was introduced. It was slightly darker than
its predecessor, while the new red brown (RAL 8012) was
of more red tinge. However, old paints from stocks were

also in use. Hence, in some cases new vehicles featured
old colors, while older tanks sported new paints. Begin-
ning with November 1944, the M.N.H. (Maschinenfabrik
Niedersachsen-Hannover) plant delivered tanks with red
oxide primer as the base color, supplemented by patches
of dark yellow, olive green and red brown. Due to short-
ages of the dark yellow paint (RAL 7028), at times it was

fact led to mounting losses among the ranks of the Pan-
zerwaffe. Following Army Communiqué (Heeresmittei-
lung) HM 1943 No. 181, dated 18th February 1943, the
dark gray was replaced by dark yellow (RAL 7028) as the
base color for all German vehicles, supplemented by red
brown (RAL 8017) and olive green (RAL 8002). The three
colors served to create a great variety of painting

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schemes. Factory-fresh vehicles were supplied in the dark
yellow factory base coat, to be painted at unit level with
disruptive patterns of red brown and olive green accord-
ing to regional and seasonal requirements. In winter
most Panthers were painted with white distemper. Winter
coatings differed, too. Some tanks were carefully camou-
flaged, whereas others only perfunctorily. In some cases
only turrets were whitewashed. There were also more

replaced by the darker RAL 7021.
The final stage of the war saw a breach of all camouflage
systems and rules. Panthers, like any other German ar-
mor vehicles, were simply painted with what was still at
hand. Since the dark yellow paint was increasingly hard
to come by, olive green or even red brown colors were
used instead as base colors

Cramer, I Battalion, 1st Panzer Regiment, 1st Panzer Division; Zytomierz area,
November 1943. The Panther battalion arrived at the eastern front with it 76 tanks on 15th Novemper, This freshly delivered
Panther lacks camouflage, being covered only with yellow base color. White, black-outlined number ig clearly visible. Of note is
the fact that also side skirts are covered with Zimmerit.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 200 kapitana Cramera Zz I ba.ta:lionu 1. ppanc 1. ]_:)Pa.nc Podezas listopadowych walk pod
Zytomierzem w 1943 roku. Batalion Panter przyby} na front wschodni z 7g gzo1gami 15 listopada. Panterg nie posiada kamuflasu,
pokryta jest tylko kolorem bazowym. Bialy numer z czarna 0PW6dks byt qoskonale WidOCZDY. Jest to jeden z czolgéw batalionu
w ktérym Zimmeritem pokryto réwniez boczne ekrany.

Poland, summer 1944. During the battle for Zloczow and while relieving German troops trapped in the Brody pocket, the battal-
ion lost 27 tanks. The seriously injured battalion commander was captured by the Russians. The vehicle comes from summer
replacements. The jerrycan marked with white cross was used for holding water.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 413 z I batalionu kapitana Grafa von Liittichau 1. ppanc 1. DPanc latem 1944 w Polsce. Podczas
walk pod Ziloczowem oraz o odblokowanie okrazonego ugrupowania wojsk niemieckich pod Brodami batalion stracit 27 czolgéw,
a ciezko ranny dowédca batalionu dostat sie do niewoli radzieckiej. Pojazd pochodzi z letnich uzupelieni. Kanister oznaczony
biatym krzyzem przeznaczony byl na wode.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “522”, of Hptm. Mischke’s company, II Battalion, 1st Panzer Regiment, 1st Panzer Division;
Lake Balaton, February 1945. In early January 1945 1st Panzer Division took over 36 Panthers from I Battalion of 130th Panzer
Regiment, which was being pulled out from the eastern front. Of those, 14 tanks were issued to the 5th company. Of note is
carefully applied temporary winter camouflage.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 522 z kompanii kapitana Mischke z II batalionu 1. ppanc 1. DPanc w lutym 1945 roku w czasie
walk nad jeziorem Balaton. Na poczatku stycznia 1945 roku 1. DPanc przejela 36 Panter z wycofywanego z frontu wschodniego
I batalionu 130. ppanc. 14 z nich otrzymata wtedy 5. kompania. Pantera jest doéé dokladnie pokryta bialym zmywalnym kamu-
flazem.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “131”, of the 1st SS Panzer Regiment, 1st SS Panzer Division; the Ardennes, December 1944.
At that time only the 1st and 2nd companies were armed with this type of tank. Overall, on 3rd December 1944 there were 42
Panthers on strength in the 1st SS Panzer Regiment. This tank was knocked out on 18th December near Cheneux. Of interest is
the turret camouflage which comprised olive green and red brown dots.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 131 z 1. ppanc SS 1. DPanc SS w czasie walk w Ardenach w grudniu 1944 roku. W tym czasie
tylko 1. i 2. kompania byly uzbrojone w czolgi. Lacznie na wyposazeniu 1. ppanc SS 3 grudnia znajdowaly si¢ 42 Pantery. Czolg
ten zostat zniszczony 18 grudnia pod Cheneux. Pantera w ciekawym kamuflazu wiezy skladajacym sie z oliwkowozielonych
i czerwonobrazowych két.

V Panther Ausf G, coded “221”, of SS-Scharfiihrer Knappich, 1st SS Panzer Regiment, 1st SS Panzer Division; the
Ardennes, December 1944. The tank is fitted with steel-rimmed road wheels. This Panther was lost in late December 1944 at La
Gleize. Spare track links attached to the turret partially obscure tactical number.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 221 sierzanta sztabowego SS Knappicha z 1. ppanc SS 1. DPanc SS w czasie walk w Ardenach
w grudniu 1944 roku. Czolg posiada metalowe kola jezdne, ktére byly montowana w kroétkiej serii. Pantera zostata zniszczona
w koricu grudnia 1944 roku w La Gleize. Na wiezy czolgu zamontowano ogniwa gasienicy czeSciowo zakrywajac numer taktyczny.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A, coded “424”, of Maj. von Lehsten’s I Battalion, 3rd Panzer Regiment, 2nd Panzer Division; Normandy,
June 1944. In the course of heavy fighting the battalion lost 20 Panthers by the end of June. This tank was captured by the
British and tested in the UK. The vehicle sports a three-color camouflage.

They were finished in dark yellow color, with splotches
of olive green. Spare road wheels mounted to the rear of tanks’ hulls were a distinctive feature of the vehicles from this unit.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. D numer 321 z 2. ppanc SS 2. DPanc SS latem 1943 roku w Rosji. Batalion Panter przyby! na front
wschodni w korficu sierpnia zaledwie z 71 czolgami. Czolgi byly w kolorze ciemnozéltym z plamami oliwkowozielonymi. Cechg
charakterystyczng czolgéw jednostki bylo dodatkowe koto nosne zamontowane na tyle kadiuba.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A, coded “111”, commanded by SS-Obersturmfithrer Schramm of 3rd SS Panzer Regiment, 3rd SS Panzer
Division; Siedlce (Poland), late July 1944. The Panther battalion was transferred to the eastern front on 25th July 1944, arriving
at Siedlce area. It lost 20 tanks in the first week of fighting alone. The camouflage consists of olive green and red brown
mottling. Front plate carried the unit’s emblem - death’s head.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 111 porucznika SS Schramma, z 3. ppanc SS 3. DPanc SS w koncu lipca 1944 roku w Siedlcach.
25 lipca 1944 roku batalion Panter dotart na front wschodni w rejon Siedlec. Juz w pierwszym tygodniu walk stracit 20 czotgéw.
Czolg posiada kamuflaz w postaci oliwkowozielonych i czerwonobrgzowych cetek. Na przedniej plycie pancernej znajduje sig
godlo dywizji — trupia gléwka.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “331”, of Lt. Goldhammer’s company, 35th Panzer Regiment, 4th Panzer Division; Poland, July
1944. A distinctive feature of Panthers from this unit was that the container for spare antennas and bore brush was moved from
the side to the rear deck, just above exhaust pipes. The tank’s camouflage comprises three-color, irregular dappling.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 331 z kompanii porucznika Goldhammera z 35. ppanc 4. DPanc w lipcu 1944 roku w Polsce.
Charakterystyczna cechs Panter jednostki bylo przeniesienie na tyt pancerza zasobnika na wycior i zapasowe anteny. Pantera
w tréjbarwnym kamuflazu skladajgcym sie z niewielkich nieregularnych plam.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “113”, of Hptm. Kiispert’s company, 35th Panzer Regiment, 4th Panzer Division; Latvia, August
1944. This is one of 16 tanks delivered to the unit in early August. Note that spare track links attached to the turret were also
covered with camouflage.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 113 z kompanii kapitana Kiisperta z 35. ppanc 4. DPanc w sierpieniu 1944 roku na Litwie. Jest
to jeden z 16 pojazdéw, ktére w pierwszych dniach sierpnia dotarly do jednostki z uzupelnied. Na wiezy zamontowano mu
dodatkowe ogniwa gasienic, ktére réwniez zostaly przykryte kamuflazem.

This is a late production vehicle,
which features the three-color camouflage. Note the 31st Panzer Regiment badge - red devil’s head - painted ahead of the tactical
number.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 135 z I batalionu kapitana von Wilmsdorffa z 31. ppanc 5. DPanc latem 1944 roku na Biatorusi.
Tylko podczas lipcowych walk batalion stracit bezpowrotnie 40 Panter. Jest to pojazd péZnej serii produkcyjnej w tréjbarwnym
kamuflazu. Przed numerem taktycznym znajduje sie¢ godio 31. ppanc — czerwona gilowa diabta.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “213”, of 31st Panzer Regiment, 5th Panzer Division; Goldap area (Poland), November 1944.
The tank was delivered to the unit in the autumn. Of note is the lack of Zimmerit and interesting camouflage pattern, which
consists of brown and green spots of different size with some dark yellow accents.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 213 z 31. ppanc 5. DPanc podczas listopadowych walk o Gotdap w 1944 roku. Pantera pochodzi
z jesiennych uzupemien jakie otrzymata jednostka. Pojazd nie posiada juz Zimmeritu za to ciekawy kamuflaz wiezy skladajacy sie
z roznej wielkosci brazowych i zielonych két podmalowanych kolorem ciemnozéttym.

Dominant red brown color in tank’s camouflage was also characteristic for reconnaissance platoon vehicles.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 11011 podporucznika SS Renza z 5. ppanc SS 5. DPanc SS wiosng 1944 roku w rejonie Kowla.
Jest to czolg dowddcy plutonu rozpoznawczego batalionu o ztozonym kodzie numerowym. Kamuflaz w ktérym dominujacym
kolorem jest czerwonobrazowy jest réwniez charakterystyczny dla czolgéw plutonu rozpoznawczego.

Of note
is a shield-shaped patch of removed Zimmerit ahead of the code, apparently to make room for the unit’s badge. However, badges
were not painted in this spot.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 801 dowddcy 8. kompanii porucznika SS Nicolussi-Lecka z 5. ppanc SS 5. DPanc SS w sierpniu
1944 roku w Polsce. Czolg posiada nowy, namalowany recznie numer taktyczny. Przed numerem usuniety Zimmerit (w formie
tarczy) celem namalowania godla. Jednak godla w tym miejscu nie byly malowane.

1944. Note the new chin mantlet, which eliminated a shell trap that deflected incoming rounds down through the hull roof.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G (IR) numer 324 z I batalionu kapitana Dreier 11. ppanc 6. DPanc wiosng 1945 roku w Czechach. Jest
to pojazd wyposazony w urzadzenia noktowizyjne. 32 takie Pantery otrzymat batalion w listopadzie 1944 roku. Pantera posiada
Jjarzmo dziata typu Kinn.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A, coded “96”, of Hptm. Pfannkuche’s II Battalion, 33rd Panzer Regiment, 9th Panzer Division; Nor-

mandy, August 1944. This is a command vehicle in three-color camouflage and non-standard tactical number painted at the back
of the turret.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 96 z II batalionu kapitana Pfannkuche z 33. ppanc 9. DPanc w sierpieniu 1944 roku w Norman-
dii. Pantera w wersji dowodzenia w tréjbarwnym kamuflazu z niestandardowym kodem numerycznym na tylnym pancerzu wiezy.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “121”, of 9th SS Panzer Regiment, 9th SS Panzer Division; the Ardennes, December 1944; At
the time of the Ardennes offensive the division could field 58 Panthers. This tank was captured in late December by American
troops. It sports three-color camouflage of olive green and red brown patches on dark yellow base.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 121 z 9. ppanc SS 9. DPanc SS w grudniu 1944 roku w Ardenach. Do ofensywy w Ardenach
dywizja ruszyla posiadajac 58 Panter. Pantera ta w korficu grudnia zostata zdobyta przez wojska amerykarskie. Pantera posiada
tréjbarwny kamuflaz w postaci duzych oliwkowozielonych i czerwonobrazowych plam.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “432”, of 15th Panzer Regiment, 11th Panzer Division; Germany, spring 1945. As of 15th March
1945, the division had 33 Panthers on strength. This is a tank of late production series, with steel-rimmed road wheels, chin
mantlet and additional engine air intake.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 432 z 15. ppanc 11. DPanc wiosng 1945 roku w Niemczech. 15 marca 1945 roku dywizja
posiadala jeszcze 33 Pantery. Ten czotg pochodzi z koncowej serii produkcyjnej z jarzmem dziata typu Kinn i dodatkowym wlotem
powietrza do silnika oraz stalowymi kolami jezdnymi. Pojazd posiada malowanie fabryczne.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A, coded “304”, of 8S-Obersturmfiithrer von Ribbentrop, the commander of 3rd company, 12th SS Panzer
Regiment, 12th SS Panzer Division; Normandy, June 1944. In the first month of heavy fighting in Caen area the division lost 37
Panthers. The tank features three-color camouflage and non-standard tactical number.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 304 dowédcy 3. kompanii porucznika SS von Ribbentrop z 12. ppanc SS 12 DPanc SS w czerw-
cu 1944 roku w Normandii. W pierwszym miesigcu cigzkich walk w rejonie Caen dywizja stracita bezpowrotnie 37 Panter. Czolg
posiada tréjbarwny kamuflaz i niestandardowy kod numerowy.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “126”, of SS-Sturmbannfiihrer Jurgensen’s I Battalion, 12th SS Panzer Regiment, 12th SS
Panzer Division; the Ardennes, December 1944. There were 41 Panthers in the battalion, grouped in two companies, for the
Ardennes offensive. This tank was knocked out by Americans in December 1944.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 126 z I batalionu majora SS Jurgensena 12. ppanc SS 12. DPanc SS w grudniu 1945 roku
w Ardenach. Do ofensywy w Ardenach batalion ruszyl posiadajac 41 Panter w dwéch kompaniach. Czotg ten zostat zniszczony
przez wojska amerykanskie w grudniu 1944 roku.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. D, coded “12”, of Hptm. Bollert’s I Battalion, 2nd Panzer Regiment, 16th Panzer Division; Russia,
November 1943. This a reconnaissance platoon vehicle with characteristic camouflage made of broad, olive green stripes. In early
December the battalion lost nearly all its Panthers in action.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. D numer 12 z I batalionu kapitana Bollerta z 2. ppanc 16. DPanc w listopadzie 1943 roku w Rosji. Jest
to pojazd plutonu rozpoznawczego z charakterystycznym kamuflazem w postaci szerokich oliwkowozielonych paséw. W walkach
do pierwszych dni grudnia batalion stracit prawie wszystkie czolgi.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf G, coded “242”, of I Battalion, 39th Panzer Regiment, 17th Panzer Division; Czechoslovakia, spring
3 1945. The Panther battalion of the 39th Panzer Regiment was formed in late 1944 around the cadres provided by 2103rd Panzer
Battalion, and received its tanks in January 1945. This tank is fitted with chin mantlet and exhaust mufflers. Rounded corners
of the first and last armor side skirts were distinctive feature of the tanks from this unit.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 242. z I batalionu 39. ppanc 17. DPanc wiosng 1945 roku w Czechach. Batalion Panter 39.
ppanc powstat w koricu 1944 roku z 2103. bez. W styczniu wyposazono go w czolgi. Pantera posiada jarzmo typu Kinn oraz
ttumiki ptomieni rur wydechowych. Charakterystyczng cechg czesci pojazdéw jednostki sg zaokrgglone koficowki ekrandw.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded” 201", of Hptm. Greten, the commander of 2nd company, 27th Panzer Regiment, 19th Panzer
Division; Warsaw, September 1944. The tank features a re-painted tactical number and overpainted cross on the turret, which
might suggest that it formerly belonged to another unit.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 201 kapitana Gretena, dowédcy 2. kompanii 27. ppanc 19. DPanc we wrzeéniu 1944 roku
w Warszawie. Czolg posiada przemalowany numer taktyczny, poprzedni byl bialy oraz zamalowany na wiezy krzyz belkowy co
oznacza, ze poprzednio pojazd przynalezat do innego pododdziatu.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G z 5. bez 25 DGrenPanc w styczniu 1945 roku w Ardenach. Batalion powstat 5 listopada 1944 roku
z 2107. bez. 26 grudnia posiadal 52 czolgi. Czolg posiada jarzmo dziata typu Kinn oraz ciekawy kamuflaz zimowy.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “333”, of 5th Panzer Battalion, 25th Panzer Grenadier Division; area east of Berlin, April 1945.
It’s a tank of late production series. Due to shortage of dark yellow paint at this stage of the war, dominant colors were olive
green and red brown.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 333 z 5 bez 25. DGrenPanc w kwietniu 1945 roku w rejonie na wschéd od Berlina. Pantera
koricowej serii produkcyjnej w interesujgcym kamuflazu wynikajacym z braku farby ciemnozéttej. W wyniku czego kolorami
gléwnymi stat sie oliwkowozielony i czerwonobrgzowy.

One of the two tanks broke down, while the other was knocked out by an anti-tank round.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 102 z 2105. bez kapitana Hanemanna z 105. BPanc podczas walk wrzesniowych w Belgii w 1944
roku. Jest to jedna z dwéch Panter utraconych przez 105 BPanc 12 wrzeénia 1944 roku w rejonie Eynatten. Jeden z pojazdéw
doznat awarii technicznej drugi zostat trafiony pociskiem przeciwpancernym.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “312”, of 2106th Panzer Battalion, 106th Panzer Brigade; September 1944. The battalion was
formed on 28th July 1944 in Mlawa (Poland), and in August it received 36 factory-fresh Panthers. The tank was camouflaged with
large patches of olive green and red brown patches, which also cover upper deck and wheels.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 312 z 2106. bcz 106. BPanc we wrzeSniu 1944 roku. Batalion powstat 28 lipca 1944 roku
w Miawie. W sierpniu dostarczono mu 36 nowych Panter. Czolg posiada kamuflaz w postaci duzych oliwkowozielonych i czerwo-
nobragzowych plam przykrywajacych réwniez gérny pancerz oraz kola.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf G of Maj. Tebbe’s I Battalion, 16th Panzer Regiment, 116th Panzer Division; the Ardennes, December
1944. The Panther battalion joined the division as late as mid-November. At that time it had 41 tanks on strength. The tank
features a typical, late-war camouflage scheme and is fitted with chin mantlet.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G z I batalionu majora Tebbe 16. ppanc 116. DPanc w grudniu 1944 roku w Ardenach. Batalion Panter

dopiero w polowie listopada dolaczyt do dywizji. Posiadal wéwczas 41 czolgéw. Pantera w typowym kamuflazu z koficowego
okresu wojny. Czolg posiada jarzmo dziata typu Kinn.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf G, coded “533”, of 130th Panzer Regiment, 130th Panzer Lehr Division; the Ardennes, December 1944,
After the defeat in Normandy a mixed panzer battalion was formed from the surviving remnants of the regiment. Panther tanks
equipped 5th and 7th companies. This tank sports an interesting camouflage scheme, in which dark yellow only supplements the
other two colors.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 533 z 130. ppanc 130. DPanc Lehr podczas walk w Ardenach w grudniu 1944 roku. Po klgsce
w Normandii z ocalatych resztek utworzony zostal w dywizji mieszany batalion czolgéw. W Pantery uzbrojona zostata 5. i 7.
_kompa.nia.. Ten czolg posiada interesujgcy kamuflaz w ktérym kolor ciemnozéity jest tylko uzupeinieniem pozostatych.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A, coded “314”, of I Battalion, ‘Grodeutschland’ Panzer Regiment, Panzergrenadier Division ‘Grofdeut-
schland’; Latvia, summer 1944. The battalion arrived at the eastern front in early July 1944, whereupon it was attached to the
6th Panzer Division. All the unit’s tanks featured camouflage made of wide, olive green and red brown stripes. The container with
bore brush and spare antennas was moved to the rear deck.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 314 z I batalionu ppanc DGrenPanc ,Grossdeutschland” na Litwie latem 1944 roku. Batalion po
przybyciu na front wschodni w pierwszych dniach lipca 1944 roku przydzielony zostal do 6. DPanc. We wszystkich czolgach
batalionu zastosowano kamuflaz w postaci szerokich paséw oliwkowozielonych lub czerwonobrazowych. Zasobnik na wycior i an-
teny przeniesiony zostal na tyt pojazdu.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A, coded “N1”, of Maj. Possl’s I Battalion, ‘Grodeutschland’ Panzer Regiment, Panzergrenadier Division
‘GroBdeutschland’; Latvia, summer 1944, This is a command vehicle. Like most vehicles of this unit, the tank has the container
with bore brush and spare antennas moved to the rear deck.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer N1 z I batalionu majora Possla z ppanc DGrenPanc ,Grossdeutschland” w lipcu 1944 roku na
Litwie. Jest to pojazd w wersji dowodzenia. Jak w wigkszosci czolgéw jednostki zasobnik na wycior i zapasowe anteny zostal
przeniesiony na tyt kadiuba.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “301”, of Maj. Schmidt’s battalion, Fithrer Grenadier Brigade; the Ardennes, December 1944.
In late November the brigade and its 20 Panthers was withdrawn from the eastern front and earmarked for the German offensive
in the Ardennes. Shortly afterwards it was supplied with fresh reinforcements, which gave the battalion the strength of 37
Panthers.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 301 z batalionu majora Schmidta z Brygady Grenadieréw Fiihrera w grudniu 1944 roku
w Ardenach. W koricu listopada brygada z 20 Panterami zostala wycofana z frontu wschodniego z przeznaczeniem do udziatu
w ofensywie w Ardenach. Wkrétce zostala uzupeiniona i posiadata 37 Panter.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf G, coded “123”, of I Battalion, Feldherrnhalle Panzer Regiment, Panzer Division ‘Feldherrnhalle 1°,
Czechoslovakia, spring 1945. Annihilated in Budapest, the battalion was re-built on 10th March 1945. It had a total of 19

Panthers in two companies.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 123 z I batalionu ppanc DPanc ,Feldhernhalle 1” wiosng 1945 roku w Czechach. Po zagtadzie
w Budapeszcie batalion zostat odtworzony 10 marca 1945 roku i w dwéch kompaniach posiadat tylko 19 Panter.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “209”, of Panzer Division ‘Feldherrnhalle 2’; Czechoslovakia, spring 1945. This is a vehicle of
final production series. Due to shortage of dark yellow paint, olive green was used in this case as the base color.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 209 z DPanc ,Feldhernhalle 2” wiosng 1945 roku w Czechach. Jest to pojazd korncowej
produkcji z przyspawanymi do wiezy uchwytami do mocowania dodatkowego wyposazenia. Kamuflaz jest wynikiem probleméw
z dostawami dotychczasowej farby bazowej — ciemnozéitej.

Note that it lacks Zimmerit.

PzKpfw V Panther Ausf. G numer RO1 dow6dcy ppanc majora Rossmanna z 1. DSpad-Panc ,Hermann Géring” w pazdzierniku
1944 roku w rejonie Goldapi. Pantera w wersji dowodzenia w malowaniu charakterystycznym dla czolgéw z kornca 1944 roku.
Czolg juz nie posiada Zimmeritu.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A, coded “214”, of Hptm. Schultz’s company, I Battalion, 4th Panzer Regiment; Italy, August 1944. This
is one of two Panthers (the other one was coded “232”) destroyed on 20th August 1944 by the Polish 4th Armor Regiment
“Skorpion” during fighting in Monte Rosario area.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 214 z kompanii kapitana Schulta z I batalionu 4. ppanc w sierpniu 1944 roku we Wtoszech. Jest
to jedna z dwéch Panter (druga miata numer 232) zniszczonych 20 sierpnia 1944 roku przez polski 4. Putk Pancerny ,,Skorpion”
podczas walk w rejonie Monte Rosario.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A, coded “432”, of Lt. Weidemann’s company, I Battalion, 24th Panzer Regiment; Normandy, summer
1944. During the battle for Normandy the battalion was attached to 116th Panzer Division. The battalion’s tanks featured spare
road wheels mounted on turrets and containers with bore brush and spare antennas moved onto the rear deck.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 432 z kompanii porucznika Weidemanna z I batalionu 24. ppanc w Normandii latem 1944 roku.
Podczas walk w Normandii batalion przydzielony byt do 116. DPanc. Czolgi batalionu posiadaly na wiezy zamocowane dodatkowe
kolo noséne oraz przeniesiony na tyt kadtuba pojemniki na wycior i dodatkowe anteny.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “435”, of Rittmeister Weideman’s I Battalion, 24th Panzer Regiment; Lake Balaton, January
1945. At that time the battalion was attached to 1st Panzer Division. Of special interest is the vehicle’s unique camouflage
scheme.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 435 z I batalionu rotmistrza Weidemana z 24. ppanc podczas walk nad jeziorem Balaton
w styczniu 1945 roku.

Of note is the unit’s emblem - a panther’s head with
open jaws — located ahead of the tank’s tactical number. This is a freshly delivered vehicle, which still lacks camouflage.

Batalion w 1944 roku wspierat dziatania DGrenPanc ,Grossdeutschland”. Przed numerem znajduje si¢ godio jednostki — glowa
pantery z otwarta paszczg. Jest to pojazd niedawno dostarczony z uzupeinien to taz nie posiada jeszcze kamuflazu.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A, coded “428”, z 1st SS Panzer Regiment, 1st SS Panzer Division; Ukraine, January 1944. This is one
of replacement tanks delivered to the unit in late December. White distemper covers dark yellow base color.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. A numer 428 z 1. ppanc SS z 1. DPanc SS w styczniu 1944 roku na Ukrainie. Jest to jeden z nowych
Pojazdéw przydzielonych z uzupeliei w koricu grudnia 1943 roku. Czolg jest w kolorze bazowym ciemnozéitym przykrytym biats,
zmywalng farba,.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. D, coded “445”, of 51st Panzer Battalion, Karachev area, August 1943. In the latter part of July the
battalion passed its tanks to 52nd Panzer Battalion, whereupon it received 96 new vehicles. Around that time a new badge
appeared on the unit’s tanks — a stalking panther. The battalion continued to support the Panzergrenadier Division ‘Grofdeut-
schland’. '

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. D numer 445 z 51. bcz w sierpniu 1943 roku w rejonie Karaczewa. W drugiej potowie lipca 1943 roku
batalion przekazat posiadane czolgi 52. bez. Otrzymat jednoczesSnie 96 nowych. Na czolgach namalowano wtedy nowe godio -
sylwetka skradajacej sie Pantery. Batalion nadal wspierat walki DGrenPanc ,Grossdeutschland”.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. D, coded “824”, of 52nd Panzer Battalion; Kursk, July 1943. During the Battle of Kursk the battalion
was attached to the Panzergrenadier Division ‘GroRdeutschland’ and supported it until the latter part of July. In late August the
battalion returned to its parent 11th Panzer Division. The tank features the three-color camouflage and the unit’'s emblem - red
panther’s head.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. D numer 824 z 52. bez w lipcu 1943 roku pod Kurskiem. Podczas tych walk batalion przydzielony byt do
DGrenPanc ,,Grossdeutschland”, ktérej dziatania wspierat do drugiej potowy lipca. W koficu sierpnia batalion powréceil do macie-
rzystej 11.

Battalion’s 79 Panthers arrived at the eastern front in three-color camouflage. Of note is clear division line between the colors.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 411 z I batalionu 25 ppanc 7 DPanc latem 1944 roku na Litwie. Batalion z 79 Panterami dotart
na front wschodni dopiero w drugiej potowie lipca 1944 roku. Pantera w tréjbarwnym kamuflazu o wyraZnie zaznaczonych
przejéciach po miedzy kolorami. Bialy numer jest doskonale widoczny.
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Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. D, coded “I 01” of Maj. Sivers’s I Battalion, 15th Panzer Regiment, 11th Panzer Division; Ukraine, late
1943, During the Kursk Battle the battalion, at that time designated the 52nd Panzer Battalion, wag attached to the Panzergren-
adier Division ‘GroBdeutschland’. Thig a command vehicle equipped with three antennas.

Pz Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. D numer 101 z I batalionu majora Siversa z 15 ppanc 11 DPanc w koricu 1943 roku na Ukrainie. Podczas

Walk pod Kurskiem batalion Panter walezyt pod nazwg 52 bez w ramach DGrenPanc »Grossdeutschland”. Pantera w wersji dowo-
dzenia z trzema antenami.
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Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G, coded “215”, of Maj. Wilkens’s I Battalion, 27th Panzer Regiment, 19th Panzer Division; Czechoslo-
vakia, spring 1945. As of 15th March 1945, the battalion had 16 Panthers on strength. This is a vehicle of late production series
equipped with chin mantlet, delivered to the unit in February.

Pz.Kpfw. V Panther Ausf. G numer 215 z I batalionu majora Willikensa z 27 ppanc 19 DPanc wiosng 1945 roku w Czechach. 15
marca 1945 roku batalion posiadat juz tylko 16 Panter. Pantera z konicowej serii produkcyjnej z jarzmem dziala typu Kinn
dostarczona do jednostki w lutym. Kamuflaz tréjbarwny o ostrych krawedziach poszczegélnych kolorow.
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
