Features are; Tall antenna mast, early solid armor headrest with Leather padding, no fresh air scoop in mangular panel below side wind-
sereen like o G-5. This aireraft has been mistakenly Tabeled as  G-5, as G-5= have this featore alse but o be o G-5 the cockpit is pressur-
ized and this machine 15 obviously not lacking the pressure bulklead and silica whlets. Plus the fresh air door on the side, B 109 G-55 were
issued to home defense units when the high altiude pressurized aircraft was needed. Most Eastern Front ait battles were flown at low and
ngeedinm altitude.
