Be aware that not two nose diamond designs
nor Red patterns were alike and that most of
the times, specially around the cowling ring and the exhaust shroud area, the diamonds did not touch each other, or were in the same direction !!!
Our artists have tried to reproduce these facts from our pictures in decal form, and to be honest, | believe they have succeeded. Following the supplied
masks, paint the Red areas, making sure you have enough Red space for the single vertical Blue diamond row to fit without touching the Natural Metal area.
It seems that there was "always" a good 3-4 inches of clearance between the Blue diamonds and this Nat. Met, area. This Red color was Bright Red, not
Insignia Red.
We are trying to be very repetitive on purpose, so please take our advise about planning and take steps to make sure you end up with a Mustang collection
to be proud of. In our 15 years of producing decals, we believe these to be the most challenging but most rewarding and colorful group of a/c that we have
created so far.We hope you agree with us and enjoy your Mustang collection.
