In the spring of 1944, tests were held in Oranienburg near Berlin. which gave
good results. But once the pilot forgot to remove the generator fan. and d
subsequent landing accident deloyed the test. However, the tests already
conducted were sufficient to study the chaoracteristics of the aircraft and
begin mass production.
