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In the fall of 1940, when North American Aviation, Inc. (NAA) rolled out a new fighter prototype in response to a requirement of the British Purchasing Commission
in only 102 days, nobody would think this fighter developed by a small trainer aircraft manufacturer at their own cost would become the most successful piston
engine propeller fighter in history.

However, NAA was well prepared. Early before the outbreak of World War II, they had already paid attention to the arms race of the European powers to collect
all kinds of information and they started the design of a brand new fighter in the absence of military investment. After the war broke out, the British Purchasing
Commission which was purchasing war materials in the United States came to NAA. NAA promised that it would come up with a new fighter better than P-40 in
120 days and the company project designation was NA-73. Unlike other aircrafts of that era, the NA-73 featured an advanced NACA laminar flow airfoil which had
a low drag during high-speed flight. However, the lift of this airfoil is smaller than conventional airfoils. It needed the help of very advance engine to play out its full
potential. So such a design was used only in very few aircrafts in World War II.

The first flight of the NA-73 was made on October 26, 1940. The British people were surprised by its excellent performance. The Royal Air Force (RAF) thought
that it was the best American fighter, and immediately named the aircraft "Mustang” and ordered a large number of them. After the U.S. passed the "Lend-Lease
Act", UK no longer needed to pay to get US industrial products, and they could lease those materials purchased by the U.S. military. The U.S. Army Air Force
(USAAF) gave the Mustang an official U.S. designation, P-51. The initial variant purchased by the U.S. military was named P-51A.

The original Mustang equipped with American-made Allison liquid-cooled piston engine had an excellent low-altitude performance like fast speed and outstanding
maneuverability. It could overwhelm all Axis fighters. The RAF widely used in low-altitude air combats and ground attacks. The USAAF even equipped with a
special ground attack variant A-36 Apache. However, most air combats in Europe occurred in high altitude, where the Allison engine’s performance decreased
rapidly and couldn’t provide necessary power. Fortunately, the British at that time had the world's best liquid-cooled piston engine, Rolls- Royce Merlin. After
preliminary tests by Rolls-Royce, NAA introduced the P-51B/C. These two variants were equipped with a Packard V-1650 engine which was a version of Merlin
Mk.68 engine produced under license. Powered by the new turbocharged engine, the Mustang was 160km/h faster than before, and its climb rate was twice faster.
It kept its excellent maneuverability too. Then the Mustang was better in performance than Bf 109 and Fw 190 at any altitude. What most feared the German was
Mustang’s operational range. A Mustang with drop tanks could fly up to 1800km and could escort strategic bombers from the UK in the complete operation. When
Luftwaffe's fighters encounter the Mustangs which were escorting bombers near the Elbe River, everyone knew that the Luftwaffe’s last days were numbered.
P-51D/K were the most important variants of the Mustang family. The only difference between P-51D and P-51K was the different propellers. The use of bubble
canopy gave them the best visibility among all Mustang variants. The six 12.7mm machine guns could easily tear apart the fragile Axis fighters.In 1944, Mustangs
were also fitted with the amazing K-14 gyro computing gunsights. Pilots only needed to preset the gunsight and entangle the target in the sighting ring. The
calculation of lead compensation would be given by the analog computer. That was far more advanced than the iron gunsights used or Axis aircrafts. P-51D/K
were also the most produced Mustang variants. More than 9,000 were made.

The USAAF’s Mustang groups claimed 4950 aircraft shot down in air combats. That was almost half of all USAAF claims. Like other Allied fighters, Mustangs could
carry rockets and bombs for ground attacks. It had a longer range and more load than the Spitfire, better maneuverability than the P-47 Thunderbolt, and better
reliability than the P-38 Lightning. It's an all-around fighter. A total of 15,000 Mustangs were active in various theaters during World War Il, and they were the most
solid foundation of the Allied air supremacy.
