Called the most beautiful taxicab in the world, Austin
FX-4 has loyally stayed with the classic tall boxy
profile that has its origin in a horse-drawn carriage
more than three centuries ago.

This particular model, which was officially designated
as standard taxicab model by Her Majesty's Govern-
‘ ment in 1958, surprisingly has almost the same basic
styling as FX-3, which preceded it by 21 years. It is
thus an embodiment of the British national character
that holds fast to things of proven practical value.
The color of its body, which has until recently been
only black by regulation,can now be any color. Today
one sees the model in a variety of colors, such as
red, yellow, green and blue.

Chassis Nimble Enough to Turn in Narrow
Corner, with Passenger Compartment
Spacious Enough to Seat 5 Comfortably.

The passenger compartment of FX4 is tall enough
to let a passenger with a bowler in without taking it
off. The compartment is equipped with two auxiliary
folding chairs facing the back seats large enough
for three passengers. A glass partition separates it
from the driver seat;the passenger paying the fare
hands it through a side window of the driver
compartment.

The driver seat is high, giving the occupant a good,

sweeping view of the street. Despite its large chassis,

its minimum turning radius is only 3.8m. (12.5 ft.),
making it as nimble as a far smaller car.
