The HJ Aviation Hall of Fame received final
approval for the acquisition of its first of six
aircraft from the US Army Tank and
Armamants Command (TACOM) this month,
The release allows the museum to J l q ARMY
disassemble the aircraft and transport it from Sl v ol m

its presant hame in Maryland, to the museum
site in Teterboro. The aircraft went through a
demilitarization process, removing
hazardous materials from the aiframe and
rendering it "safe’ and "secure’.

This particular alrcraft was bullt in July of
1961, and was grounded in March of 1984,
After that, the aircraft was used as a
maintenance trainer al Fi. Eustis, wumntil
declared surplus by the US Army and
transferred to the Aberdeen Proving
Grounds, where it was to be destroyed as a
range target.

A group of museum volunteers, led by John
Vanderhave, a Jet Aviation employee and
long-time AHOF volunteer, spearheaded the
efforts to save the aircraft, and five other
military aircraft, from destruction.

Work will begin on the aircraft, currently
located at Aberdeen Proving Grounds in
Maryland, this month. it is anticipated that the
alrcraft will arrive in New Jersey sometime in
the beginning of May, 2004,
