Salmson 2 A.2 ( €asto zkracovany na Salmson 2 ) byl francouzsky dvouplo3ny priizkumny letoun
vyvinuty a vyrobeny spolecnosti Salmson podle poZadavki z roku 1916. Spolu s Breguetem 14 byl v
roce 1918 hlavnim priizkumnym letounem francouzské armady a byl pouzivén i leteckymi jednotkami
amerického expedicniho sboru . Na konci prvni svétové valky byla jedna tfetina francouzskych
prazkumnych letadel Salmson 2.

Kromé své sluzby u francouzské armady slouZil Salmson 2 béhem prvni svétové valky u leteckych
jednotek Spojenych statd . Bylo zakoupeno asi 700 a byly obecné tspéiné.Povalecné Salmsony 2 byly
zakoupeny Ceskoslovenskem a zUistaly ve sluzbé a3 do roku 1924. Jiné byly prevedeny do Polsk a, ale
byly staZeny do roku 1920 . Japonsko se ujalo licenéni vyroby jako armadni typ Otsu 1, také znamy
jako Kawasaki-Salmson. Pocet letadel postavenych v Japonsku je nejasny; 300 jich vyrobila Kawasaki
a stejné mnoZstvi zdsobovaci sklad japonské cisafské armady Tokorozawa , agkoli celkovy poéet
vyrobenych letadel mohl byt az 1000.

History

The Salmson 2 A.2, (often shortened to Salmson 2) was a French biplane reconnaissance aircraft
developed and produced by Salmson to a 1916 requirement. Along with the Breguet 14, it was the
main reconnaissance aircraft of the French army in 1918 and was also used by American
Expeditionary Force aviation units. At the end of the First World War, one -third of French
reconnaissance aircraft were Salmson 2s.

In addition to its service with the French army, the Salmson 2 served during the First World War with
United States air units. Some 700 were purchased, and were generally successful.Postwar Salmson 2s
were purchased by Czechoslovakia, and remained in service until 1924. Others were transferred to
Poland, but were withdrawn by 1920, and replaced by Bristol F.2Bs. Japan undertook licensed
production as the Army Type Otsu 1, also known as the Kawasaki-Salmson. The number of aircraft
built in Japan is unclear; 300 were built by Kawasaki, and the same quantity by the Imperial Japanese
Army's Tokorozawa supply depot, although the total number of aircraft produced may have been as
high as 1,000.
