B-17G-85-B0 43-3B72B “F5 with Breakfast” of the
851st BS, 490th BG, Bth AF, early 1945.

This aircraft was assigned to the unit on October 19, 1944
and eventually survived the war and returmed to the US
where it was scrapped. lts name referred to the arrange-
ment charged by some of many Landon's wartime proste-
tutes, commonly known as “Piccadilly Commandos”.

B-17G-90-B0 43-38642 "Super Mouse" of the 323rd BS, 91st BG, Bth AF, early 1945.

Artwork on this Fort was creation of its pilot, 1st Lt Dave Hattema who praviously alsa painted
another one aircraft inthe squadron. During a mission in November 1844, its crew had an un-
usual experience when they realized that the odd lpoking B-17 on their side is in fact an enemy
intruder who was close monitoring the bomber formation! Before any shot was fired, the Ger-

mans turned off and flaw away.
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B-17G-75-B0 43-38036 "Hey Daddy” of the 401st BS, 91st BG, 8th AF, late

1944.
Use transparent. "A" Adorned with another beautiful work of Cpl. Tony Starcer, the unit's most famous
lettar decal. nose artist, this Fort flew many lead missions starting from July 18944, and even-

tually survived the war. In February 1945 it was refitted with radio counter mea-
sure equipment, so-calied "carpet jammers” in order to mask the bomber forma-
tions from German ground radar. Therefore its ball turret was replaced with a
radar dome. Scrapped after the war at Kingman, Arizana.

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One of the most colorful Forts of the war with two different artworks, it eventually completed 75 missions i it

between June 7, 1944 and April 21, 1845, although only 74 were actually marked on the nose. It was se-
verely damaged over Bremen on September 26, and subsequently spent no less than three months in
repair depot before returning to combat again. Scrapped after the war at Kingman, Arizona,

B-17G-60-B0O 42-102B52 "Baby" of the
342nd BS, 97th BG, 15th AF, summer
1844,

The aircraft was first assigned to the 483rd
BG in May 1944, but was transferred to the
897th BG two months later. This type of
swapping between different groups was
much mere common in the 15th AF than in
the Bth AF in England. lts attractive nose art
was inspired by one of the famous Alberto
Vargas pin ups of the time. It carrisd the
standard late war tail markings, with Y™ in a
triangle denoting the group and "2" in a
circle the squadron,
