Parts can get bent during transit and storage. They can be straightened by placing them

in hot water to soften the plastic and then carefully manipulating them with the fingers.

All parts are numbered: assembie in sequence.

Use only Polystyrene cement when building the model, and apply only to the inside of
the surfaces. Do not get cement on the hands, as you may smear and spoil the outer

surface of the model.

Special care must be taken when cementing pins in position, for no cement must be

allowed to get onto the moving parts. To overcome this problem we recommend the

following to be adopted.

a) Deposit a small drop of cement onto the end of a piece of wire or a pin.

b) Push the end of the wire into the hole in which the pin is to be fixed. This will
leave a small deposit inside the hole when the wire is withdrawn again.

¢} Place a pin through the hole of the moving part, and then push into cemented

hole.

d) Study assembly instructions carefully to check which hole to cement.
