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ANC 2: A veteran of over 75 missions with the 495th BS. 344th BG this Natural Metal B-26C-45, Barracuda wears
fuselage [-Day siripes. with Olive Drab overpainting the upper White section. At the time of our depiction it had the
wing bands removed aliogether. During and for a time after D-Day, wing bands were present on this AXC. Photo on
page 67 of reference one.
