Camouflaged in
splinter pattern of RLM 71 and RLM 02
over RLM 65. Yellow tip of spinner. Wasp
badge carried on lefi side only.

Bf-109E-3 flown by Oberstleutnant Hans-
Hugo Wi, Geschwaderkommodore of JG
26, Aprl 1940, Camouflaged in an unsual
combination of RLM 71 and RLM 02 over
ELM 65. RLM 70 spinner. We are not sure
if the “knight® is carried on the starboard
side and in which direction it would face.
Several options included.

Framm., Staffelkapitin of 201G 27, spring
1940. Camouflaged in splinter pattern of
RLM 70 and RLM 02 over RLM 65, Red
spinner.  Modeller must  manufacture
pennant (see AMC 1),

Bi-109 E-1 flown by Hpim. Hannes
Trautloft, Kommandeur of 1/G 20,
Bonninghardt, April 1940, Camoullaged
in splinter pattern of RLM 70 and RLM
02 over RLM 65. RLM 70 spinner. "Axe
from Lower Rhine™ badge on right side
only.
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
